Welcome to Spanish III. This class is going to be an exciting and fun exploration of the Spanish language and cultures. Here are some tips to your being successful in this class.

· Organization

· Vocabulary! Vocabulary! Vocabulary!

· Attendance (Physically AND Mentally)

· Good, positive attitude

Materials for Class:
· 1” binder
· 5 subject dividers labeled “Vocabulario”, “Notas”, “Expresiones”, “Tarea”, and “Cultura”
· Loose-leaf paper

· Writing Utensils

· Spanish/English Dictionary (*Wal-Mart has dictionaries for around $5.)
Overview of the Class:
1. Class Time

· 100% of class time is used for learning Spanish. It is extremely important to be prepared with all materials and to pay attention. Without your materials or your being attentive you will fall behind. When studying a language it is difficult to catch up if you fall too far behind.

2. Homework

· You will have homework which will be taken for a grade. Sometimes the homework will be graded for completion, and other times it will be graded for accuracy. Therefore, make sure you are completing your assignments to the best of your ability!
· To receive full credit, the homework must be COMPLETELY finished. 
· No late credit will be given for homework!

3. Participation

· Participation results in faster learning. It is worth 100 points each nine weeks.

· You may lose participation points by being off-task, not having materials, not contributing during class, etc. (*Anything that prohibits you from participating!!)
4. Assessments
· Exams: Your exams will be worth 100 points. Exams consist of fill in the blank, short answer, dialogues, reading comprehension, etc. *Most exams will NEVER be multiple choice or true/false.
· Quizzes: You will have vocabulary/spelling quizzes and occasional grammar quizzes. *You will NEVER have a pop quiz, but it is important to stay on top of your vocabulary. 
· Projects: You will have projects that will be a form of assessment for which you will receive a rubric with details of grading criteria. LATE PROJECTS: 10% deducted per day late. After 3 days, no credit will be given.
· Conversations/Presentations: Many projects will have a speaking component which will be graded using a rubric.
· Para Empezar: You will have a daily assignment that should be completely within the first 10 minutes of class. It is imperative that you are on time and begin working immediately. These are taken as a daily grade.
5. Attendance
· If you are absent, it is YOUR RESPONSIBILITY to get the notes and assignments missed. If you are absent for a quiz, test or project, it is your responsibility to schedule a time with me to make it up.
6. Behaviorial Expectations
· Be respectful of classmates and teacher
· Follow instructions

· Give your full attention and effort toward class time, assignments and projects.
· 1st offense: Conference with student.

2nd offense: Phone call to parent



3rd offense: Lunch Detention



4th offense: Referral to office

*Online Translator Policy: There are many online dictionaries and translators. Online dictionaries are permitted, but if a student uses a translator (types a whole sentence) the student will receive a ZERO on the assignment. Translators are not always accurate nor are they going to help our students learn the language.

*If a student is caught cheating on an exam or assignment, the student will receive a ZERO for that exam or assignment.

*Technology Policy: Detention will be assigned for FIRST offense of being on an unapproved website. Students must be on task and on assigned websites, programs, and apps at all times!

*A detention may be given on the first offense depending on the action which is at the discretion of the teacher.

7. Daily Procedures

· Come to class with ALL materials

· Make sure you take care of going to the restroom, locker, or water fountain, sharpen pencils, etc. BEFORE class. You will not be allowed to leave once class begins.

· When you arrive, sit in your assigned seat and begin the bell work or “Para Empezar” that is on the board.
